The Art Department is planning to take Year 12 students to The Curwen Print Study Centre Cambridge
on the 3" November 2017. This visit is designed to extend critical awareness of artistic practice and
provide a stimulus for practical work. It will give students the opportunity to visit a professional print
studio and to create their own prints to supplement their year 12 work.
